64 Ways to Pray for World Mission Broadcast

In 2008 World Mission Broadcast (WMB) will be 64 years old. Begun in 1944 as
the Nazarene Radio League, today WMB has evolved into a vital, global ministry of the
Church of the Nazarene. Via radio, television, Internet programs, cell phone texting,

and podcasts, WMB reaches an untold number of listeners daily with the Good News
of Christ.

Prayer support is foundational for WMB. The following are ways you can pray for
WMB (64 ways to be exact):

¢ Challenge your congregation to take these requests and pray daily, for 64 days, for
WMB.

+ Distribute the requests, one each, to 64 different people in your congregation, and
ask them to lift their WMB request to the Lord.

¢ Have your kids draw pictures of various requests, and then have them pray
together for each request.

¢ Ask the youth of your church to lead a prayer service focused on WMB and using
modern technology (such as podcasts and texting) to reach the lost.

¢ Divide the 64 requests among four Sunday School classes (18 requests per class).

¢ Put one request in your Sunday morning bulletin each week - this could last for a
year and 12 weeks if you use all 64 requests.

1. Ayman Kafrouny produces Foshat Amal (Journey of Hope), a program that has
both radio and television versions airing in the Middle East. Ayman ministers daily
in an area hostile to Christianity, but his passion to share the hope of Jesus
compels him to continue producing and airing these programs. Pray for Ayman
and the Middle East listeners.

2. Pray for the following radio programs airing in Africa: Happy Side of Life in Zambia
and Malawi; The Radio Voice of the Nazarene in Ethiopia; Mambo Yanayo Kuhusu in
East Africa (Kenya, Uganda, and Tanzania).

3. Pray for the Ladder to Heaven radio program airing in India, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh,
Nepal, and Bhutan. Pray for Rev. Tushar Manna who directs this program.

4. www.IDNRadio.com is the Mexico/Central America Region’s first Internet radio
ministry. Pray for the programs that air on IDNRadio, for the people who produce
the programs, and for all those who log on to listen.

5. Rev. Tajera Sewkumar airs a weekly radio broadcast in the country of Suriname.
Pray for Rev. Sewkumar as he prepares this program, and for the follow-up work
he does with the listeners who call in to discuss issues of life and faith.

6. Pray for Marcos Bereche, Ecuador WMB follow-up team.
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Hope in This Life ministers via radio in Thailand. Pray for the listeners, that they
will find the one true hope, Jesus Christ.

Pray for Phil Anderson and Curt Luthye (Interim) and their team of broadcasters
who minister in the Caribbean Region.

Sister Duo Duo is the program host of Awake with the Angels, a long running WMB
radio program airing in China. Many Chinese people have heard about the love of
Christ through this program. Pray for Sister Duo Duo and all those associated with
the production of Awake with the Angels.

Pray for the second season filming of Mujer Valiosa TV (The Valued Woman TV
program) which begins in November 2007 and is slated to finish before Christmas.

Pray for pre-production of TOBI TV. TOBI TV is a new, weekly children’s
discipleship program which begins filming in May 2008.

Pray for enough funding to be available for the Mexico/Central America Region to
hire a full-time worker for their sound studio.

Pray for the Thru the Bible radio program airing in Madagascar in the Malagasy
language, for program host Rev. Richard Revelomanantsoa, and the listeners.
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Pray for Peet Voges, and his team, as they lead the World Mission Broadcast
ministry throughout Africa.

Pray for the Meditation for the Day program airing on shortwave radio in Uganda,
Sudan, and the Democratic Republic of the Congo.

The Voice of the Sanctified Life radio program airs in the Somali language in Somalia
and Ethiopia. Pray for the producers of this program, the on-air program hosts,
and especially the listeners, that they would find the truth of Jesus.

Pray for La Hora Nazarena (The Nazarene Hour), which airs in various formats in
Nicaragua, Guatemala, Mexico, Brazil, Colombia, Bolivia, and Ecuador.

Pray that World Mission Broadcast will be able to develop a broadcast geared to
Indonesian workers in Malaysia. We need someone to feel called to this ministry
and a radio station that we can work with to do the broadcast.

Take 5 is a radio program airing in the English language in the Philippines,
Solomon Islands, Tonga, and Vanuatu. Pray for the broadcast ministers who
prepare this program.

Pray for the South America WMB Regional Follow-up Coordinator, Marcelo
Fretes.

Zontaz 100% is a television program airing in Australia in the Greek language. Pray
for this program and its viewers.

Pray for Pedro Lorenzo, Uruguay WMB follow-up team.

Holy People of God air in Korea via radio and the Internet. Pray for this program,
that it will reach many with the Good News of Christ.

Pray for Elsa Maldonado, Bolivia WMB follow-up team.

Krai Bilong Ol Meri is a radio program aimed at women in Papua New Guinea
(PNG). The women who produce and air this program even take their airwave
messages and put them on cassette tapes. They then transport them in to the
rugged mountains of PNG, playing the taped messages on hand-crank cassette
players. Pray for these women, praising God for their desire to reach women in
PNG with the Gospel, and for their protection as they minister.

Pray for Brian Utter and his team of broadcasters who minister in the South
America Region.

Life in a Minute is a radio program that brings short messages of hope to listeners
in the Philippines. Airing in the Tagalog language, Life in a Minute is heard on Big
Sound FM in Cabanatuan, and can even be heard in shopping malls over their
central sound systems. Pray for this program.

Pray for David Mistran, Venezuela WMB follow-up team.
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37. The Better Solution radio program broadcasts in the country of East Timor. Airing
in the Tetum language, The Better Solution discusses issues and problems relevant
to youth. Pray for increased training for our active broadcast team in this country,
for effective ministry to the youth of this country, and for Acy, the program host

38. L’heure du Nazareen is a radio program airing in the French/Creole language in
Haiti. Pray that this program is able to bring the truth of Christ into the lives of
many Haitian listeners.

Pray for the
producers of this program, and for the children who tune in, that through the
characters of Buzy and his pals, they will discover and accept Jesus as Savior.

47. Pray for God to provide all that is needed for the Mexico/Central America Region
to begin a full-time radio station at the regional center in Guatemala.

49. Pray for Rod Rivera and German Picavea and their team of broadcasters who
minister in the Mexico/Central America Region.

51. Estereo Luz airs 17 hours of various programs daily in Guatemala. Pray for this
station, all those involved in production of the many programs, and the listeners.
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Una cita con Dios (An Appointment with God) airs in the Spanish and Kekchi
languages in Guatemala. Pray for this program.

Pray for the Onda Joven (Young Wave) program airing in Mexico on a commercial
radio station.

Pray that God will raise up radio ministry workers in Melanesia/South Pacific that
can help carry and assist in leadership roles.

Pray for the radio program Levantando Vuelo (Taking Flight) which airs in La Paz,
Bolivia.

Pray that the word of God is receptively heard through all WMB programs on the
Caribbean Region, and that God would guide our team in how to better use these
programs to reach the lost.

Pray for Myriam Pozzy, Argentina WMB follow-up team.
